Easter in Poland- Wielkanoc w Polsce 






EASTER








In Poland Easter is a very important christian holiday (święto chrześcijańskie).




Holy Week (Wielki Tydzień) starts with Palm Sunday (Niedziela Palmowa) when people go to the church with small palm branches or bouquets. 




On Holy Thursday (Wielki Czwartek) we take part in a mess (msza) to commemorate (upamiętnić) Jesus Christ's Last Supper (Ostatnią Wieczerzę).



On Good Friday (Wielki Piątek) Jesus Christ's crucifixion (ukrzyżowanie) is celebrated and people shouldn't eat meat on this solemn (uroczysty, poważny) day.



On Easter Saturday we prepare baskets full of food such as dyed eggs (pisanki), sausage, ham, bread, some cake, salt, pepper, horseradish (chrzan) and sugar lamb (baranek cukrowy) and we go to the church to get the food blessed (poświęcić, pobłogosławić).



On Easter Sunday we celebrate the Christ Resurrection (Zmartwychwstanie). We gather together with the family and eat Easter breakfast.



The day after Easter is known as Easter Monday also called 'Śmigus Dyngus' or Wet Monday. It's a tradtional custom (zwyczaj) of pouring (lać) water or perfume on one another. And it's also the last day of Easter celebration.




And everyone is wet on this day :)



However, this year (2013) thanks to our weather conditions (warunki pogodowe) the tradition of pouring water must be changed to snowball fighting :)
